What you will need:

?A printout of page 2 (preferably on colored construction paper/cardstock)

?A thin dowel stick

?Cotton or string

?Adhesive tape

?Craft glue (optional)

Instructions
?Cut out the Commandment tablet and the heart on page 2.
?Fasten a short piece of cotton/string to the back of the tablet, and another 

to the back of the heart with adhesive tape.
?Tie the other ends of the cotton to the dowel stick as shown below.
?Tie a piece of cotton to the middle of the dowel stick and shift it along the 

stick until it balances perfectly. Tie a loop at the top so that the mobile can 

be hung in a place where it can rotate freely in a breeze. (Optional: place a 

drop of craft glue on each knot to keep it from shifting along the stick.)
